Protocol for Anaphylaxis 
Each pupil who is prescribed an Epipen should be carrying one in their school bag. Two spare pens are located at reception.
In the event of a person having an anaphylaxis reaction please do the following:
· Stay calm;
· Call for help (send for SWO);
· Call 999/112 stating suspected anaphylaxis and where located. Ask for advice from paramedic re use of pen if not currently prescribed;
· Place person into the recovery position;
· Remove grey cap of pen;
· Hold pen with black top at right angle to outer thigh (checking for thick seams and avoid these if wearing jeans);
· Press firmly against the thigh, holding for 10 seconds after hearing the click from mechanism;
· Remove pen and massage area;
· Check time of administration;
· Reassure person at all times;
· Check for breathing and pulse - if absent commence CPR;
· A second pen can be used 5-10 minutes after initial dose.
Always send the person to hospital and contact parents/guardian to meet at A&E.
Signs and symptoms:
· Swelling of lips and throat;
· Difficulty breathing;
· Flushed red skin;
· Collapse to floor.
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
